A Distinction at Level 1 will be awarded a Pass at Level 2.

I have attached a spreadsheet that summarises the grading structure for AiDA and CiDA and also gives a breakdown of the marks for each activity that students must do for the SPB.

For each activity I will provide a mark grid for both Level 1 and 2. For clarity I will include the UMS grade for Level 2. I would recommend using the UMS marks rather than the raw marks for assessment of pupils who are borderline between Level 1 and 2 (GCSE D/C equivalent) to help you make a decision next year about which level to enter the student for.

For further clarification of the grade descriptions please consult the specification. Please note a new version of the specification has been issued (I know this will be a nuisance for those who have already learnt the old one off by heart). This now includes clarification of Level 1 and Level 2 learning outcomes and skills. I will update the SOW when God decides to add another 12 hours to the day, sorry, soon.
