· Show pupils a nested structure they might like to use

	Development
	Introduction to D201
· Explain that D201 is about how we use ICT to interpret information and to present information effectively

· Make pupils aware that to achieve good marks they will also be expected to evaluate their own and others work

· Describe to pupils the assessment process

· Moderated externally in Nov 2006

	Introduction to D201 SPB 2005
· Allow pupils to log on to the D201 2005 SPB

· Discuss with pupils how the SPB works

· Should be worked through in sequence
· Some tasks may overlap

· Explain the symbols used in the SPB (i.e. Computer icon means work, green spec box explains what needs to be learnt for that section, red mark alert box explains how to achieve/loose marks

· Take pupils through each section of the SPB explaining the types of task they will be expected to complete.

Give out the hand in dates for the practice SPB explain that these deadlines must be met. Failure to meet deadlines will result in pupils being awarded 0 marks.
