Worksheet 4: Research and sources of information

Definition:   Primary sources of information are things you create yourself, for example, photographs you have taken, or video footage. You may have recorded sounds, or drawn pictures; any text you have written would also be primary information.

Secondary sources of information include images you may find on sites on the Internet; clip art, or images on CDs such as Encarta.  School logos are also examples of secondary images.

Don’t forget that you’re going to need a table to record the source of all the items you use in our project.  It’s up to you which software you choose to create the table – think about the advantages and disadvantages of each application.
