Worksheet 5: Primary sources of information

Taking digital photographs and uploading to your computer

Instructions for use can be different depending on the model of camera you’re using, but it should be pretty simple.

Always use the lowest resolution you can, because image files are fairly big, and you can easily overrun the eportfolio maximum of 20mb if you don’t watch out.

Also, using the lowest resolution reduces the amount of optimisation you need to do on the photo later on.  (But if you are taking a photo you might want to make a lot bigger later in the project, you will need to use a higher resolution setting).

NB: You must give each file a sensible name when you upload it to your computer!

Choose the pictures you really want.  Don’t try to upload all of them, and put off choosing until later.  You’ll soon run out of space on your user area – probably before you’ve copied all the photos on.

Don’t forget to make a note of your images in your sources table.

Shooting Video Footage

You can use a digital video camera, a digital camera with a movie function, or a mobile telephone.  All movie files are stored as mpegs.  

As for the digital camera, you’ll need to look at the model of video camera you are using for instructions on how to upload to your computer.

Don’t forget to make a note of your videos in your sources table.

Recording sounds

You can use a digital sound recorder, or a microphone.  Files are stored as wavs.

Don’t forget to make a note of your sounds in your sources table.
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
